Rules of the Superior Courts (Appendix W) 2019

1.—(1) These Rules, which may be cited as the Rules of the Superior
Courts (Appendix W) 2019, shall come into operation on the 29th day of April
2019.

(2) These Rules shall apply to -

(a) a taxation of party and party costs where the order for taxation in
the proceedings concerned was made on or after the date referred to
in sub-paragraph (1) and

(b) a taxation of solicitor and client costs in respect of which
instructions in the case have been accepted by the solicitor on or
after that date.

(3) Taxations of costs in all cases other than those referred to in sub-
paragraph (2) shall be conducted or (as the case may be) continued and
completed as if these Rules had not come into operation.

(4) These Rules shall be construed together with the Rules of the Superior
Courts.

(5) The Rules of the Superior Courts as amended by these Rules may be
cited as the Rules of the Superior Courts 1986 to 2019.

2. Appendix W of the Rules of the Superior Courts is amended by:
