Outstanding invoices

1. The claimant is a wholesale supplier of food and ingredients to the catering
industry, and operates his business from 1 Main Street, Dublin 4.

2. The respondent is the operator of a restaurant at 6 New Street, Dublin 4,
within the Court area and Court district mentioned above.

3. The claimant has supplied food and ingredients to the respondent since 1997.
Since 2012, the respondent’s payments have been erratic and often considerably
in arrears.

4. The claimant’s claim is to recover against the respondent the sum of €9,500.00
being the amount due and owing to the claimant by the respondent pursuant to
invoices issued in the course of business by the claimant to the respondent on
foot of the respondent’s account with the claimant for the supply of food and
ingredients.

5. Despite demands made in writing (details of which are set out below), the
respondent has failed, refused and/or neglected to pay the amount due and
owing to the claimant of €9,500.00, which remains due and owing by the respon-
dent to the claimant after all just credits and allowances.
